A. The essentials of how G.M.T.C. is deployed to ground zero 

B. The reason we are placing G.M.T.C. Headquarters in Spring City, Tennessee

D. Why we are creating the first dedicated National Training Center College for helping individual 
corporations develop a sound emergency preparedness plan which will be able to communicate all their 
needs within the command network and be able to talk to local, state and Federal agencies  

E. The purpose of establishing a communication network of other similar agencies is when a disaster hits all 
outside agencies are on the same communication network and have the same Standard Operating 
Procedures 

F. We have patented a wireless communication network that will assist us in the span of control of all 
emergency workers inside the declared hot zone or ground zero 

G. We are starting the first National Hazardous Material Team in the country. We will be able to assist with 
Local, state and Federal agencies with unlimited resources, (This is our Goal). The local Hazardous 
Material Teams will be stressed beyond all scope of imagination after five days. We will have several 
National Hazardous Material Teams trained equally through out the U. S. and will be able to interact with 
any local Hazardous Material Team. Local H.M. teams have minimum resources we will have unlimited 
resources. There are currently regional H.M. teams around the country we are looking to establish a 
national H.M. program to support all local and regional H.M.  teams 

H. We are developing a Kitchen Field Command (KFC) supported by Nicoles’ Kitchen. When a KFC is set 
up at ground zero for your corporation Nicole’s Kitchen will make the food and drop ship the food to the 
KFC’s in the affected arenas 

I. Once the Governor declares a state of Emergency, we will be deployed to the affected region and 
establish G.M.T.C. Mobile Headquarters at ground zero. We will monitor all communications from local, 
state and Federal commands. Any corporation that has their own communication command structure will 
be able to communicate with G.M.T.C. Mobile Headquarters in turn all request is immediately sent to the 
Central Command Center in Spring City they will contact the needed experts or equipment from around 
the world or get the experts and equipment to the region in short order time, 

J. We will be able to respond to 32 states and set up G.M.T.C. Mobile Headquarters at ground zero within 
24 hours.  

K. We will be set up within 48 hours if we need to respond to Alaska. Over the next few years we hope to 
expand our goal in having seven mobile command centers across America.  

L. We are able to triangulate utilizing our own satellite communication system with the VPN, Audio/Video 
hook ups that are in all our units and you will be able to see and talk to any of our responding units inside 
ground zero from your computer through our secure communication network. You just might be on line 
with the President of the United States to Executive Branch Leaders and other leaders from around the 
world. We also have the capabilities to communicate with local emergency responders through their 911 
system, if their system is down in the community due to electrical or communication tower anomaly we 
have the communications to reestablish the 911 center through G.M.T.C. at the C.C.C. in Spring City. We 
also have the reverse 911 system ready to go as well, 

The research and development of this concept has taken two and half years to develop. The Governors, 
Senators and Executive Branch Leaders are listening and corporate America is listening as well. We are on 
the ground floor and need some help if you can be so kind to assist us with our request or any other means.
